Bedford, Ohio October 20, 2014

Bedford City Council met in a work session at Bedford City Hall on Monday, October 20, 2014 at 6:30
p.m.

Present: Council Members: Mayor Stan Koci, Sandy Spinks, Walter Genutis, Marilyn Zolata, Paula
Mizsak, Greg Pozar, Don Saunders. Administration: City Manager Michael Mallis, Finance Director Frank
Gambosi, Assistant Law Director John Montello, Clerk of Council Pro-Tem Michelle Hollo, Building
Commissioner Calvin Beverly. Absent: None.

Motion made by Spinks and seconded by Saunders to go into an executive session to discuss personnel and
litigation.

The roll was called. Vote — Yeas: Mizsak, Genutis, Pozar, Saunders, Zolata, Spinks, Koci. Nays: None.
Motion carried unanimously.

At 6:36 p.m., Bedford City Council, City Manager Mallis, Finance Director Gambosi and Assistant Law
Director Montello went into an executive session to discuss personnel and litigation.

At 7:04 p.m., Bedford City Council went into an executive session to discuss personnel.
Executive session adjourned at 7:20 p.m.
Discussion of Vital Statistics

This topic was previously discussed on October 6, 2014. Mr. Gambosi stated the State of Ohio is requiring
a kiosk be set up in the City Hall lobby for the purpose of being able to do genealogy research. We would
utilize an older computer to meet this mandate. Bedford, Parma and Euclid are the only vital statistics
offices in the area. The Vital Statistics office was set up at Bedford City Hall many decades ago because
the City owned the hospital.

Mr. Gambosi did contact the Ohio Board of Health and learned the plan is to eventually phase out these
off-site locations that are not Health Departments within two years. Since the inception of statewide
centralized issuance for birth certificates, the amount of requests have tripled. In addition to the mandatory
kiosk, the Water Department clerical staff is required to participate in monthly webinars. This along with
the additional inquiries and workload are cutting into the time spent on Water Department responsibilities.
The workload is expected to drastically increase when statewide centralized issuance of burial permits and
death certificates is implemented some time in 2015.

Discussion held regarding concerns of cutting a service to the residents and local funeral homes. The
funeral homes already travel to Cleveland on a regular basis. A small percentage of our residents have
utilized the Vital Statistics office and it is a service that would not be continually used. It was discussed
that with the budget realities and manpower, serious decisions are to be made. A birth certificate can be
obtained through the State of Ohio by applying online and having it mailed to the house. The State will be
phasing this location out anyway within two years, so it was decided to start the procedure of closing the
Vital Statistics office.

Mayor Koci began discussion of the Regular Council Meeting agenda.
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Council had no changes to the minutes of the Work Session of October 6, 2014 and the Regular Meeting
of October 6, 2014.

Ordinance No. 9217-14 is a contract to purchase a Hustler Super 104 mower for the Recreation Department.
This equipment will be purchased from Baker Vehicle Systems for $13,380 through State bid process
contract #800237. This ordinance was placed on first reading on October 6, 2014.

Ordinance No. 9218-14 amends the section of the Administrative Code addressing vacation leave benefits
when an employee retires. Mr. Mallis is requesting clarification that an employee with 25 years of service
with the City of Bedford shall be entitled to the benefit. As it currently reads, it does not specify the 25
years of service must be with the City of Bedford. It was inquired upon if this benefit is offered in other
cities and the response was rarely. There was some suggested verbiage to be added or changed. Council
decided to place this ordinance on first reading so Mr. Montello could make the suggested changes to the
legislation.

Ordinance No. 9219-14 repeals section 1305.16(d)(2)(B) which pertains to water meter fees. These fees
are already addressed in Bedford Codified Ordinance 911.07(a). A reference will be made in
1305.16(d)(2)(B) to refer to 911.07(a).

Ordinance No. 9220-14 is an ordinance to increase charges for installation of water meters and service
connections. There was an inquiry if the resident would have to pay these charges if the City does the
citywide residential water meter replacement program. These fees do not involve that replacement program
and there would be no charge to the resident if we receive the grant funding. Council will place this
ordinance on first reading.

Ordinance No. 9221-14 and Ordinance No. 9222-14 amends sections of the Building Code. In both these
ordinances, reference to Chapter 1337 (satellite dishes) is taken out because this chapter was previously
repealed and reference to Chapter 1349 was added (demolition).

Ordinance No. 9223-14 adopts the 2014 replacement pages of the Codified Ordinances. Walter Drane is
the sole source vendor for recodification and amending the Codified Ordinances to conform to current state
laws.

Ordinance No. 9224-14 is an agreement with Cuyahoga County for the replacement of the Columbus Road
Bridge. The agreement confirms cooperation between the two entities and gives the County consent to
make the improvements. The improvement will be paid for by an allocation from the County Motor Vehicle
License Tax Fund. Once the improvement is completed, the City agrees to assume the responsibility of
maintenance and traffic, which we already do.

Ordinance No. 9225-14 amends the section of the zoning code relating to group homes. Several restrictions
will be added to this section. It was determined there was not enough time to have a thorough discussion
on these new conditions. Council will place this ordinance on first reading.

Ordinance No. 9226-14 is a contract with Royce Allen Construction, LLC for repairs at 227-229 West
Glendale. This sale will close next week. There are repairs the City is responsible to make per the purchase
agreement. The cost of the repairs are not to exceed $11,290 and include waterproofing, exterior repairs,
gutter work, removal of dry wall and other minimal violations found by a VA inspector.
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Planning Commission met on October 7, 2014. The first item is a motion to approve the installation of a
six foot high board on board fence at Mr. Hero, 277 Northfield Road. Mr. Beverly explained the fence
will be five feet from the rear property line because a buffer is required due to abutting a residential area.
When there was a home on that lot, it was a residential use and a buffer was not required.

The second item is a motion to approve the construction of a steel structure for a drying station at Bedford
Audi, 19400 Rockside Road. Mr. Beverly explained the canopy would be installed on the rear of the
building next to the car wash. The cars would be dried under the canopy. This canopy would not be seen
from the street.

Discussion of the Regular Meeting agenda was concluded.

Discussion of Appraisal Services

Mr. Gambosi stated it is recommended an appraisal of various city-owned facilities and structures be done
every seven years. It has been nine years since the last appraisal. Mr. Gambosi received two quotes for the
appraisal. Council will be presented with legislation next Council meeting to approve a contract with
Industrial Appraisal Company.

Discussion of Copiers

The current copier at City Hall is eight years old and is experiencing wear and tear. Mr. Gambosi has
looked into new copiers and received two quotes. He is also working with Simplex IT analyzing the security
measures on the two copiers he received quotes for. Council will be presented with legislation next Council
meeting to approve the purchase. The old copier will be transferred to the Service Department after the
hard drive is wiped out. He is hoping it will last another one or two years at Service.

Koci called the meeting to order at 8:00 P.M. The meeting was opened by pledging allegiance to the flag.

Mayor Koci and City Manager Mallis, on behalf of City Council and the Administration, publicly
recognized and presented a Certificate recognizing Therese Chapman, owner of Carol James Florist. She
has an experienced staff and can be trusted for creating unique, quality, breathtaking flower arrangements
that fit any special occasion, style or budget. Ms. Chapman displayed a new floral arrangement on a
weekly basis in the lobby at City Hall. Mrs. Zolata added Ms. Chapman donated flowers at every Party in
the Park.

Mr. Mallis said Baker Vehicle Systems was the lowest quote and this tractor would be used by the
Recreation Department. This demo came with a $3,000 discount.

Motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Mallis discussed the former Ben Venue complex aka the Westward facility. All the assets were
acquired about six weeks ago. His understanding was Hikma was definitely going to have a presence in
Bedford. By the end of 2014, there would be 10 employees. He believed in 2015 two of the buildings
would be torn down. The 2008 building would be used for Research, Development and Technology
where they hoped to grow. The latest building that was built was not completed while Ben Venue was
operating; the crated equipment would be moved to another location in New Jersey and other areas
throughout the world. The FDA had certain requirements that needed to be met in the future. There would
be 120-150 employees working at the Bedford facility. The new signage would be addressed soon. He
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assured everyone the “Ebola” issue had been addressed internally and aggressively as far as educating
everyone on the virus. There were zero confirmed cases in the State of Ohio; the CDC felt the risk of
having a case in Ohio was very low. He congratulated Sergeant Brian Byard on his new position as the
City of Aurora Police Chief. The Halloween Party was scheduled for November 1, 2014 at 10:00 a.m. at
the Ellenwood Recreation Center.

Assistant Law Director John Montello congratulated Sergeant Brian Byard.
No report from Finance Director Frank Gambosi.

Councilman Saunders urged everyone to place their fallen leaves on the tree lawns and not in the street.
He thanked the Fire Department for the recent. Clambake. He urged everyone to vote on Election Day
because the State and County seats were critical for municipalities. He urged drivers to watch out for the
children on Halloween.

Councilman Pozar asked for a progress report on the West Grace project. Mr. Mallis explained the catch
basins and final coat would be addressed soon. The striping was applied for safety reasons. Mr. Pozar
pointed out the catch basin at the bottom of the hill needed special attention. The County was aware of the
issue in this area. Mr. Pozar asked Mr. Gambosi to clarify what the school levy would cost the residents
per $100,000. It was determined the increase would be approximately $14-$15 per month for each
resident. If the home was lower than $100,000, it would be calculated accordingly. Mr. Pozar explained
how important it was to vote this November for the State and County seats. He stated for the record the
following addresses: 100 Mapledale, 24 Oakwood and 175 Forest and asked for the report at the next
Council meeting.

Councilwoman Mizsak congratulated Ms. Chapman on her successful floral business. She talked about
the special tennis shoe floral arrangement she had made for the former Clerk of Council Mrs. Pastor
describing that nobody could fill Mrs. Pastor’s shoes. She felt Clerk Villers filled those shoes over and
above and Mrs. Hollo did an excellent job as Clerk Pro-Tem. She questioned the road construction on
Northfield Road. Mr. Mallis explained that project was being done by Dominion. There were recent
discussions with Dominion on the quality of the road repair. Mrs. Mizsak mentioned the extent Parma
was taking with an ambulance strictly prepared for a possible Ebola situation. She thought if there was an
Ebola patient they would be admitted to the hospital. Mr. Mallis believed if there was an Ebola patient
they would not be admitted in Bedford and the City was not going to specifically set up an ambulance for
this situation.

Councilwoman Zolata congratulated Ms. Chapman and Sergeant Byard. She felt the City of Aurora was
getting a great guy and she was happy for him. She assured everyone Dominion was handling the
Northfield Road project. She mentioned the passing of former Councilman Joseph Jancsurak. The Lights
Out for Hunger was accepting donations at the City of Bedford or South Haven Church. She
congratulated Mr. Zayed for his work and businesses in Bedford and thanked those who donated to the
Light of Hearts event which was also well attended.

Councilman Genutis said the Community Garden had a great year. They learned a lot about growing food
and received a lot of help from the Bedford Garden Club and the Ohio State University. He said they were
dealing with soil fertility issues; it was hard to grow vegetables. He asked the City to deliver some of the
leaves collected to the Community Garden to cover the gardens. He recently saw a coyote in various
locations which sparked concerns regarding cats and smaller dogs.

Councilwoman Spinks thanked Ms. Chapman for all her floral donations throughout the City and at
several functions. She had faith in the Bearcats in their game performance. She was proud of the efforts
that the Principal gave back to the City and Bedford High School. The next FriDates was at St. Mary’s
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Church with Ron Davis & the Eddie Bacchus Quartet swing band at 7:30 p.m. She thanked Mr. Mallis
and Mrs. Hollo for their efforts in handling the complaints called in by Council members. The parking
situation had improved on Grand Boulevard.

Mayor Koci congratulated Sergeant Byard. He mentioned Father Begin at St. Mary’s Church provided
snacks and refreshments for the FriDates concerts. He announced there were two new businesses coming
to Bedford; a vintage record shop and a pizza restaurant/parlor. He explained the deer population was
being addressed area wide with Cuyahoga County.
